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	709.  BUILDING SECURITY



	Purpose


	The Joint Operating Committee recognizes the need to maintain security of school facilities for reasons of safety, and to prevent vandalism or theft. 



	Delegation of Responsibility


	To this end, a program of building security shall be administered by the Executive Director or designee, with the cooperation of the Building Principal. The need for access shall be the underlying principle in determining who shall have entrance security devices to school facilities.

	
	The Executive Director or designee shall determine who is entitled to building entrance security devices and who may have after-hours-access to school facilities.

	
	In the interest of providing security and police protection, the administration is authorized to employ security personnel, regular municipal officers or school police officers as necessary.

	
	The Executive Director and those other individuals so designated shall be authorized to take proper action in conjunction with the Local Police Department in the arrest and prosecution of persons apprehended for trespassing or committing acts of vandalism and/or theft on the school property.

	
	The Local Police are empowered to enter onto and into school property in order to apprehend or arrest violators of trespassing rights or curfew regulations. In addition, the police shall be empowered to enforce traffic regulations in the school parking areas.



	Guidelines
	Entrance Security Devices
Possession entrance security devices by personnel shall be in accordance with the following guidelines:

	
	1. Individuals assigned entrance security devices may not duplicate or lend them.

	
	2. All entrance security devices must be surrendered when no longer needed, at the end of employment or upon request of the Executive Director or designee.

	
	3. Loss of a entrance security devices must be immediately reported to the Executive Director or Building Principal.

	
	4. Use of entrance security devices for unauthorized purposes shall result in the confiscation of keys or keycards.
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
